Re: Support for Trade Promotion Authority
<Your company/organization> urges you to approve legislation renewing Trade Promotion Authority (TPA) to the President and U.S. Trade Representative. 

America’s standing as world leader depends directly upon our competitive success in the global economy.  In the past century, the United States has led the world in breaking down barriers to trade and in creating a fairer and freer international trading system based on market economics and the rule of law.  Increased market access achieved through trade agreements has played a major role in our nation’s success as the world’s leading exporter. U.S. trading partners in Canada, Europe, Latin America and Asia are actively negotiating with other countries to achieve preferential market access, and it is our hope that the United States is not allowed to fall behind. 

Renewed Trade Promotion Authority is needed for the President to negotiate new multilateral, bilateral and sectoral agreements that will continue to tear down barriers to trade and investment, expand markets for U.S. farmers and businesses and create higher-skilled, higher-paying jobs for American workers. 
Since the Trade Act of 2002 granting the President TPA, the United States has entered into free trade agreements which have translated into the removal of billions of dollars in tariffs for U.S. exports.

California is one of the ten largest economies in the world with a gross state product of approximately $1.5 trillion. International related commerce accounts for approximately one-quarter of the state’s economy. Export-supported jobs account for more than 10 percent of California’s total private sector employment - about one in 10 jobs.

The renewal of TPA will ensure that California businesses may continue to gain access to world markets, resulting in an improved economy and additional employment of Americans.
